Day 1: Stone Town  
From Zanzibar airport travel along the sea  front of 
the romantic and protected Stone Town to the 
Zanzibar Serena.  Reflecting the Arab influence of 
Muscat and Oman the ocean facing rooms each have 
its own private balcony.  You are surrounded by 
palms and can sleep to the sound of the waves gently 
breaking on the nearby beach. 
 
 

Day 2:  Stone Town  
The Serena is the ideal base for exploring the 
natural wonders and history of the “Spice Island” 
with local excursions available.   B  
 

Day 3: Stone Town – Mnemba Island  
After breakfast transfer to Mnemba Island, protected 
by a tranquil lagoon with spectacular coral reefs.
