
Namibia Fish River Canyon Fly-In Safari

Experience the grandeur of Fish River Canyon in this fly-in safari. The Fish River Canyon is the 
second largest of its kind in the world, lying at the lower reaches of the Fish River. This nine day 
excursion gives you time to explore the fascinating landscapes of the Canyon and its surrounding 
areas. Fly from one beautiful lodge to another enjoying the views and activities along the way. 

 
Day 6 & 7: Etosha National Park 
A short flight takes us to a private Lodge bordering 
Etosha National Park where guest can relax in the 
lounge overlooking the waterhole or participate in 
optional activities like horseback riding, guided walks 
or visit the Lodge’s spa. Morning and afternoon 
excursions into the famous Etosha Nationl Park. 
Day 8: Windhoek  
After a leisurely breakfast we board our aircraft for 
the final flight back to Windhoek. Upon arrival, you 
will be transferred to the Windhoek Country Club or 
Kalahari Sands Hotel. 
Day 9: Safari ends  
The safari ends after breakfast with your departure for 
the airport for the return flight to Johannesburg. 

~Itinerary~ 
Days 1 : Windhoek Country Club: 
Depart Cape Town via Johannesburg for Windhoek. 
On arrival transfer to the Windhoek Country Club.  
Day 2:  Fish River Canyon 
After breakfast depart by light aircraft across the 
magnificent Auas Mountain Range and Kalahari 
Desert, flying over the Hardap Dam, the extinct 
Brukkaros Volcano and the vast intriguing plains of the 
south. Our destination is the Fish River Canyon, 
second largest of its kind in the world, lying at the 
lower reaches of the Fish River. Afternoon we will take 
a sundowner drive and overnight in the Canon Lodge.  
Day 3:  Sossusvlei Lodge 
First a morning visit to Fish River Canyon, then a 
scenic flight takes us over the steep and winding gorges 
of the Canyon before flying over the fascinating 
landscapes of the pro-Namib to Sesriem, the gateway to 
the southern Namib Desert and its magnificent dune 
belts. Late afternoon nature/sundowner drive. 
Overnight in the Sossusvlei Lodge. 
Day 4: Sossusvlei 
A road excursion takes us into Sossusvlei where this 
living desert, a tapestry of color and contour, makes a 
visual feast for the senses. A low-level flight across the 
dune desert to Namibia’s premier holiday resort of 
Swakopmund, on the Atlantic Ocean. Guests will stay 
the night at the Hansa Hotel 
Day 5: Walvis Bay & Damaraland 
Start with a morning drive to Walvis Bay for a leisurely 
marine cruise on Namibia’s only deep-sea harbor. 
Encounter a wide variety of aquatic birds, Cape Fur 
Seals and possibly dolphins. We then fly north along 
the Skeleton Coast to Damaraland and an afternoon 
nature/river drive. We will spend this night at the 
Twyfelfontein Lodge.
